Membership

Family membership are those in good standing with the club membership

Membership; Each membership will entitle that person to one vote on any 



Issue put up for a general vote at the meeting or any special club meeting held

Section 3 C
Each active family membership is entitled to one vote on any issue put up for a 



General vote.  In order to vote at any meeting, each family membership must have



Their current yearly dues paid.

Section 3 D
Member must be in club for 1 year to get club benefits and must be active in club



Functions in that year.

Section 4 
Reasons to Revoke Membership: If for any reason, a family membership or any



Other current paid membership acts in a way that is detrimental to the purpose of 



The club as stated in Article II Sections 1-10, that membership may be revoked 



By a majority vote of the executive board.

ARTICLE IV

Executive Board

Section 1 
The Governing Board of the North Coast Snowmobilers shall consist of 4 Officer



Positions, and 1 Past-President Advisor position.

Section 2
The Executive Board of the North Coast Snowmobilers shall consist of 4 officers.



A board member shall serve a term of 1 year. Board members shall be elected by 



The general membership from the general membership. Member must be in good 



Standing with the club and have been a member no less than 1 year. Officers



Election will be in October. 

Section 3 
Should a Board member not be able to attend a Board meeting, he/she must notify



One of the officers of the executive board prior  to the Board meeting and give the 



Reason for his/her absence. The acceptance  of the reason for a Board member’s 



Absence at the Board meeting will be left to the discretion of the Board. Should a



Board member for any reason be unable to complete the term of their office or 



Miss three consecutive Board Meetings with unexcused absences, the President



Shall appoint an individual to fill the vacancy. The appointment shall be



Confirmed by majority vote of the Board of Directors within 90 days of the 



Appointment.

Section 4 
Duties of a Board member: Votes on the confirmation of interim Board 



Appointees; attends all Board and annual meetings; votes on all motions set forth



Before the Board for a vote; serves on committees as appointed by the president.



Board members are required/expected to promote the sport.

ARTICLE V

OFFICERS

Section 1
The officers of the North Coast Snowmobilers shall be: President, Vice-



President, Secretary, and Treasurer. Nominations for an Officer’s position



Shall be taken from current members. If, and only if, there are no interested



Parties, nominations may be taken from the Executive Board. The officers



Shall serve their term until their successors are elected and qualified, at which



Time all money, official records, documents, copies of by-laws and all club property



Shall be turned over to such successors. Failure to comply and return club property



Will result in prosecution to the full extent of the law.

Section 2 
Past-President Advisor: The position of Past-President advisor is a one-year term



And will commence after the fulfillment of the President’s term. The duties of this



Position will be to assist the president & Board in the transition of the Board. The



President may appoint an alternate Board member to a full Board member position 



To fill the vacancy.

ARTICLE VI

DUTIES OF OFFICERS
